REFLECTION:
The fourth Sunday of Easter has been traditionally known as the Good
Shepherd Sunday.Also we celebrate it as a day of prayer for vocations.
Today Jesus tells us exactly who He is, because the most important
thing we need to know is who is taking care of us, whose voice we have
come to listen to for our protection. According to the reading today, if we
are one of His sheep, we are already known to Him by our name. This is
beautiful to know that we have a shepherd who knows us individually
and allows us to know him intimately. In an increasingly electronic and
impersonal age, it is so significant for us to know of this relationship with
Christ.

Jesus says, “ My sheep hear my voice”. But hearing Jesus’ voice is very
difficult in the current environment of our lives.
