REFLECTION:

he Heart of Jesus is all about compassion; it is all about being moved by
- and meeting the needs - of others.

As we hear in today’s Gospel, Jesus is moved with compassion for the
widow whose only son has died. Jesus’ compassion would move him to
approach the body, touch it and command the young man to rise.As the
young man returned to life, Jesus gives him to his mother. Jesus’
compassion not only brings life; it brings rejoicing and gladness by
restoring the relationship between a mother and her son.

We see the same power of God at work through the prophet Elijah. A
young man is brought back to life and given back to his widowed mother.
Elijah’s action in restoring the woman’s son to life was intended to
correct the notion that God vengefully willed death as punishment for
sin. Indeed, Elijah’s wonderful deeds underscored God’s love and
compassion for all those whom he wished to heal and enliven.

As we look back on the flow of Sacred History, we realize that the
miracles of bringing the dead back to life foreshadow the mystery of the
Death and Resurrection of Jesus. He died for our sins and he rose to
share life with us, a sharing in his life.

As Jesus spoke to the young man who had died, he speaks to us, “
Young man, young woman,older man, children, | tell you rise.”"What
about us?

How does God invite, challenge - yes, command- to continue to unleash
the power of his compassionate,generous love in our relationships with
others? Every time that Jesus allowed his heart to be moved by the
needs of others, power to forgive, to heal, to feed - even to raise from the
dead-was released in him.

Canthe same be said of us?
