REFLECTION:

When Thomas Edison invented the electric bulb he was mercilessly
teased about wanting to ‘create light’ with his new-fangled invention. Itis
Edison’s belief in his work that today lights our homes and streets. This
is the only too common story of committed people: they face ridicule and
rejection, yet respond with arenewed sense of purpose.

Luke relates in today’s Gospel how Jesus and his chosen disciples meet
with rejection on their walk to Jerusalem. The angry disciples burn with
the desire to punish the unwelcoming. But Jesus follows his path of
peacefulness and non-retaliation as he proceeds to Jerusalem.

The city of Jerusalem has been interpreted as a symbol of the continuity
between the old and the new in God’s plan. The disciples follow the
master, repeatedly vowing their loyalty. But Jesus reminds them in no
uncertain terms about the cost of discipleship.

What does the journey to greater communion with God entail? In the
face of rejection and hardship, it demands unwavering focus. Like the
farmer who sets out to plough a straight furrow, each traveller to God
needs to understand his/her commitment, and remember that God is
our companion and our ultimate distination.On the journey of faith we
keep stumbling.

God keeps beckoning. How nice it would be if we could lend a hand to one
another on this journey. And that is what each and every Christian is called
to do. May the Lord bless us and give us the courage to be of ‘light’to people
around us.
