REFLECTION:

Arthur Ashe, the legendary Afro-American Wimbledon player was dying
of cancer. He received letters from his fans, world-wide, one of which
read: “Why did God select you for such a dreadful disease?” Ashe
replied, “The world over, 5 crore children start playing tennis, 50 lakh
learn the game, 5 lakh turn professional, 50,000 come to the circuit,
5,000 reach the Grand Slams, 50 reach Wimbledon, 4 to the semifinals,
2 to the finals. When | won the Wimbledon crown, | never asked God,
“‘Why me?” Today, in pain, | shouldn’t be asking God, “Why me?”
Wimbledon crown, cancer, cross. That’s Christianity!

In three different ways, today’s readings plant the cross on centre stage:
In the First Reading we read, when God called Abram, he left everything
without a word of murmer, in total trust and faith; he was venturing into a
world of uncertainity which itself involved a lot of pain and suffering. The
Second Reading exhorts us to take our share of suffering for the Gospel.
And the Gospel reminds us thatit’s neither in Jesus’ miracles norin his
Transfiguration that we see God’s glory, butin his cross.

In all three gospels this Transifiguration scene comes just after Jesus
predicted his suffering and death for the first time. Death, and even the
thought of death, freezes the action and brings the whole of one’s life
into a point. But that point is not a fading into extinctian- it is a moment of
Transfiguration.
