“Epiphany” means manifestation.  And the “Epiphany of the 
Lord” is Jesus' manifestation not only to these three Magi 
from the East, but it's also a symbolic but real manifestation 
of the Christ to the whole world.  These Magi, traveling from 
a foreign and non-Jewish nation, reveal that Jesus came for all 

people and all are called to adore Him. They didn't belong. And they 
certainly didn't deserve to encounter the living God. That belonged to 
the chosen ones. Yet, in being welcomed into the presence of the Christ 
child by Mary, his mother, the magi remind us that the gift of the Savior – 
Jesus – is given to the whole world. Jesus comes for all who seek his 
presence in their lives – the people of Israel – and Gentiles as well – 
foreigners who are looking for God. There is one lesson that the 
Matthew's gospel proclaims on this feast of the Epiphany: When the magi 
finally encountered the Christ, they prostrated themselves, “did him 
homage” and their lives were undoubtedly changed forever. Pope 
Benedict XVI described such ultimate faith experiences, like those of the 
magi, in these words: “Being Christian is not the result of an ethical 
choice or a lofty idea, but the encounter with an event, a person – Jesus 
Christ – who gives life a new horizon and a decisive direction.”
