Christians_have the duty to proclaim the Gospel without
excluding anyone. Instead of seeniing to impose new obligations, they
should appear as people who wish to share their joy, who point to a
horizon of beauty and who invite others to a delicious banquet. It is not
by proselytizingthat the Church grows, but “by attraction’.. John Paul
[T'asked us to recognjze that “there must be no lessening of the impetus
to preach the Gosgel” to those who are far from Christ, “because this 1s
the first task of the Church”. Indeed, “today missionary activity still
represents the greatest challen‘%g for the Chiirch” and “the missionary
task must remain foremost”. What would haPpe,n if we were to take
these words_seriously? We would realize that missionary outreach is
paradigmatic ﬁ’or all’the Church's acnvn‘ty. Along these lines the Latin
American bishops stated that we *“cannot passively and calmly wait in
our church buildings”; we need to move “from a Pastoral r,mmstrﬂF of
mere conservation to a decidedly missionary pastoral ministry”.This
task continues to be a source of immense joy Tor the Church: “Just so, I
tell you, there will be more joy in heaver over one sinner who repents
thar ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance” (L.

REFLECTION

Today is referred to as 'Laetare Sunday' which is a call to
be joyful. It is a reminder during this season of
repentance that there is much to be joyful for. That is
brought out in the readings for today where we are told
that God is merciful, that he forgives oursins and that he
will welcome us back with openarms. In our first reading
we see that the Israelites have arrived in the Promised
Land which they entered with Joshua at their head,
following the death of Moses. In the second reading St
Paul writes to the people of Corinth about the
reconciliation which has been won by Jesus Christ. Not
alone have they been reconciled with God through Jesus
Christ through the forgiveness of sins but they are now
ambassadors of that reconciliation - they haveadutyand
responsibility as baptized Christians to bring that
reconciliation to those whom they meet, beginning at
home and then going out into the workplace. As
ambassadors they don'tsimply represent Jesus Christ but
they prolong his visible presence in the world. In our
gospel for today we have the story of the Prodigal Son, a
story which reminds us of the great love of the Father for
his people even when they stray from his love. The
